Through
collaboration with the City of Danville,
residents can safely and properly recycle their
glass at four designated collection sites. After
processing, the collected glass (cullet) from
Danville's GLASS4GOOD™ program is used
at O-I’s closest facility and is formed into new
glass, sometimes in as little as 30 days. To
further impact the community through glass
recycling, O-I also provides a charitable
donation to United Way of Danville-
Pittsylvania County based on the weight of
collected glass.
